Avondale offers up to two (2) Service/Leadership Scholarships to returning students.

The students must be enrolled in:
e an undergraduate degree, or
e an Outdoor Leadership Vocational Education and Training (VET) course, or
¢ one of the following postgraduate degrees:
o Master of Ministry
o Master of Teaching (Primary) and
o Master of Teaching (Secondary)

Students must also demonstrate commitment to Avondale’s Christian values and lifestyle

VALUE

The Scholarship is worth $5,000 ($1,250 for each semester) for two years of study.

CONDITIONS
Eligibility

1 The scholarship is available to any returning student enrolled in an undergraduate degree,
Outdoor Leadership VET course or any of the postgraduate degrees mentioned above;

2 Prior to commencing enrolment at Avondale the scholarship cannot be deferred,;

3 A recipient of the scholarship may take intermission for up to one year and still maintain it,
providing they have used the scholarship for at least one semester;

4 If the conditions of the scholarship are no longer being met at census date, the scholarship will
be discontinued;

5 The recipient must undertake a full study load of at least 18 credit points (3 units) or equivalent
in an undergraduate degree or Outdoor Leadership VET course, per semester. Any approved
cross-institutional study will be included when determining a student’s study load for each
semester;

6 Continuance of the scholarship for further semesters of study is contingent upon satisfactory
academic progress by passing more than 50% of units;

7 All offers are made subject to confirmation of an academic status of ‘Good Standing’;

8 The recipient should be of good standing in the community. Scholarships, or part thereof, may
be revoked at the discretion of the Discipline Committee, where the recipient brings the name of
Avondale into disrepute.

Financials
9 The semester value of the scholarship will be applied to the recipient’s account as at census date
and cannot be redeemed for cash, in part or in whole;

10 The recipient can only receive benefit from one Avondale funded scholarship per year,;
11 The scholarship is not transferable;

CRITERIA

1.3 Wellbeing: Explain how you have developed a lifestyle that supports wellbeing and encompasses
spiritual growth, intellectual development, cultural enrichment, physical activity, relaxation and
recreation that allows you to care for your own needs and the needs of others.

1.4 Integrity: Indicate the importance of personal and professional integrity to your own life and describe
the steps or systems you have put in place to ensure accountability in your activities.

1.5 Service: Provide examples of how you have responded when you became aware that others are in
need of care and support.
